Almost 8.5 million lights. 15 miles of garland. 1,314 wreaths. And 
300,000 yards of ribbon made into bows. Yep...no one does the 
holidays quite like Walt Disney World® Resort and the team of 
“elves” they’ve got working 365 days a year to bring this winter 
wonderland to life.

The over-the-top decorations provide a beautiful backdrop for live shows 
 and holiday entertainment all across the Walt Disney World  Resort.  

Her favorite Park to decorate? Disney’s Hollywood Studios®. 
“Tinseltown, the nostalgia of Hollywood and the amazing Spectacle of 
Dancing Lights,” she said.

Gift wrapping Walt Disney World Resort 
for the holidays

Here, The Osborne Family Spectacle of Dancing Lights has been a Walt Disney World® tradition 
since 1995. With millions of brilliant bulbs blanketing the backlot, the extravaganza features animated displays 
synchronized to high-energy holiday tunes Nov. 8 through Jan. 3. Guests get immersed in colorful wreaths, 
twirling carousels, flying angels and Santa and his reindeer––all amid swirling “snow” flurries.

At Disney’s Animal Kingdom® Theme Park, an enormous Christmas tree decorated with 
animal-themed ornaments is lifted into place with a 70-foot crane just outside the entrance. Inside the 
Park, the holidays are playfully celebrated with Mickey’s Jingle Jungle Parade with some favorite 
Disney Characters singing and dancing to holiday tunes with a world beat twist. The high-energy  
afternoon cavalcade runs daily from Nov. 26 through Jan. 3. 

“The 65-foot Magic Kingdom® tree is a Guest favorite,” says Lisa. “The giant strings of popcorn, 
gingerbread and candles decorating the tree are just so much fun.” (The base alone weighs 18,000 pounds 
and is 26 feet wide.) In addition, each evening at sunset from Nov. 8 through Jan. 3, Cinderella and her 
friends magically transform Cinderella Castle into an ice palace aglow with 200,000 white lights in Castle 
Dreamlights.

At Epcot ®, all the World Showcase countries are spruced up for Holidays Around the World, 
with storytellers in each of the countries sharing customs and lore from their heritage from  
Nov. 26 through Dec. 30. From the good-hearted witch La Befana, known in Italy for filling children’s 
shoes with treats, to jolly Father Christmas in the United Kingdom, it’s a global celebration, including 
Kwanzaa and Hanukkah. Each evening is capped by IllumiNations: Reflections of Earth, the Epcot® 
spectacular featuring fireworks, lasers and water...all spruced up for the season with a spirited holiday finale.

The biggest Christmas tree on property is in front of Disney’s Contemporary Resort, towering 
70 feet and decorated with 35,800 LED lights. At Kidani Village at Disney’s Animal Kingdom® 
Lodge, the quaint 20-foot tree is decorated with handmade ornaments made in villages throughout 
Africa. Each of the Disney Resort hotels has a special theme and decorations, but none more 
astonishing than the life-size gingerbread house in the lobby of Disney’s Grand Floridian Resort & 
Spa. To create the 16-foot-high dream house, Walt Disney World pastry chefs use 1,050 pounds of 
honey, 600 pounds of powdered sugar, 800 pounds of flour, 140 pints of egg whites and 180 pounds 
of apricot glaze. Meanwhile, at Disney’s Beach Club Resort, a life-size carousel silently spins in 
the lobby, featuring ponies made of chocolate and fondant, giant candy cane poles, handcrafted 
poinsettias and hand-painted portraits of famous Disney Characters.
